Herman Ostry’s barn floor was under twenty-nine inches of water because of a rising creek. The Bruna, Nebraska, farmer 
invited a few of his friends to a “barn raising”. 
He needed to move his entire 17,000-pound barn to a new foundation more than  
143 feet away. His son Mike devised a latticework of steel tubing and nailed, bolted, 
and welded it on the inside and the outside of the barn. Hundreds of handles were attached. 
 After one practice lift, 344 volunteers slowly walked the barn up a slight incline, each supporting less than 50 pounds. In 
just 3 minutes, the barn was on its new foundation. 
 
 It’s truly amazing how much the Body of Christ can accomplish when each part of the body works for the common good 
and goal. The Apostle Paul, in the letter written to the Church in Philippi, longed to know and to hear that they were 
“striving together for the faith of the gospel.” The concept of working together always works well on paper, but  
the human element of working together takes a willingness to swallow ego and pride,  
and to embrace a spirit of unity and harmony.
